Se usarmos o discurso directo, teremos de usar as palavras exactas que o emissor disse, usando aspas.

	The woman told her husband: "I am leaving you."

Se optarmos pelo discurso indirecto, vamos ter de fazer alterações a algumas palavras, uma vez que estamos a contar algo "em segunda mão". 

	The woman told her husband that she was leaving him.

Na passagem de uma frase do discurso directo para o discurso indirecto, as palavras que sofrem alterações são:
· verbos;
· pronomes, determinantes e demonstrativos;
· expressões temporais

Estas alterações ocorrem naturalmente, devido à mudança de emissor.

	>>> "Este sábado nós vamos raptar um papa-formigas." - anunciou a Bertolda.

Se tu ouvisses a frase da Bertolda e no dia seguinte fosses transmitir a alguém o que ouviste terias de mudar algumas palavras:

	>> A Bertolda disse que naquele sábado eles iam raptar um papa-formigas.

As alterações que ocorrem no discurso indirecto em português, acontecem também em inglês:

"This Saturday we are going to kidnap an anteater", Bertolda announced.
Bertolda announced that that Saturday they were going to kidnap an anteater.
