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Confusing verbs

Is there a difference of the meaning between "awaiting you" or "waiting for you"?

Is there a difference of the meaning between "awaiting you" or "waiting for you"?
There is a difference between the verbs “to await” and “to wait for”. The difference is not easy to understand for non-native English speakers whose first language does not make this kind of difference, so try not to translate these verbs into your own first language, but try to understand them in English.

We use “to await” when we want to say that we are looking forward to something and we are waiting eagerly for that something, or we want that something to happen soon. We generally use it in a positive sense, that is, we are excited about what is going to happen or we welcome the future event. It can also be used when we are waiting with negative feelings, for example, if we are anxious about what is going to happen. Here are some examples:
· We are awating the arrival of the President.
· They are awating the decision of the judge.
· I await your response to my proposal.
We also use “await” to say that something is going to happen to someone. In this case, the future event is the subject of “to await” and the verb “to await” means “is going to happen in the future for someone”. Here are some examples:
· There is a surprise awaiting you when you get home.
· I do not know what awaits me when I get to university.
· Many people believe that heaven awaits them when they die.
As you can see, in this usage, the action of wating is not done by some person. The person is the direct object in the sentence, and the future event is the subject.

We use “wait for” when we are simply waiting and we do not have any special feelings about what is going to happen. Here are some examples:
· They are wating for the bus.
· We are wating for the movie to begin.
· She is waiting for the rain to stop.
As you can see, in all these cases, there is a simple act of waiting. Something will happen in the future and someone is waiting until it happens. We cannot use “await” in any of these sentences.
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
